5. Time between collection of first stool and receipt in the NPL  

Chart (8) shows the period in days between receipt of stool specimens in NPL and collection of first stool 

sample. All DoHs that reported cases attained the required standard of sending at least 80% of specimen to the 

NPL within 3 days of collection of first stool specimens except Erbil; Babil, Diala, Sulymania, and Kerbala.
