Note
observing the elections is an important factor of the democratic practise, and the role of the observers is the monitoring of the VRU and the electoral processes and referendums to guarantee the integrity and committing to the international criteria.

electoral observers team: a group which are registered and accredited at the IHEC to observe the VRU and all kinds of elections and referendums whether federal, national, or local.
and the team can accredit people to do the observation process on the behalf of the team

the IHEC registers national and international teams for the observation process

the accredited observation teams commit to the code of conduct of the observers, and the teams are responsible to notify their observers with the regulation 3 2009 specific to the elections observers before the beginning of any of their activities.

in order to do the observation of the electoral process, the observers have the following rights:

1- following up the VR process and the polling closely to any of it's phases.
2- the freedom of entering and movement between the VRCs  and the polling centers and questioning the centers' managers about the situation, and that must not affect the processes of VR and polling.
3- transferring the notes to the team representatives for him to get an overall view of the VR and polling processes.

the observation team must issue a detailed report about the observation process based on the reports of the observers at the VRCs and the polling centers

the observers must not interfere with the VRU process or the elections or submit a complaint about any of the processes.

the registered observation team will be responsible for support and all the  costs related to their observation duties like (transportation and communications), and no team or one of its observers have the right to use any resources of the commission.

the commission have the right to withdraw the registration or accreditation in case of breach of the code of conduct,and the observation team the accreditation withdrawn to appeal to the board decision within 3 days of the next day of publishing, and the appeal must be submitted to the national office or any electoral office for the IHEC in the region or the governorate, and the decision of the BOC as liable to be appealed in front of the judicial electoral committee.
